DETACHMENT CONSTITUTION

PREAMBLE TO THE DETACHMENT OF LOUISIANA CONSTITUTION

PROUD POSSESSORS OF A PRICELESS HERITAGE, WE MALE DESCENDANTS OF VETERANS OF THE
GREAT WARS, ASSOCIATE OURSELVES TOGETHER FOR THE FOLLOWING PURPOSES:

TO UPHOLD AND DEFEND THE CONSTITUTION OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA; TO MAINTAIN LAW
AND ORDER; TO FOSTER AND PERPETUATE A TRUE SPIRIT OF AMERICANISM; TO PRESERVE THE
MEMORIES OF OUR MEMBERS AND THE ASSOCIATIONS OF OUR MEMBERS AND OUR FOREFATHERS IN
THE GREAT WARS; TO INCULCATE A SENSE OF INDIVIDUAL OBLIGATION TO THE COMMUNITY, STATE
AND NATION; TO COMBAT THE AUTOCRACY OF BOTH THE CLASSES AND THE MASSES; TO MAKE RIGHT
THE MASTER OF MIGHT, TO PROMOTE PEACE AND GOOD WILL ON EARTH; TO SAFEGUARD AND
TRANSMIT TO POSTERITY THE PRINCIPLES OF JUSTICE, FREEDOM AND DEMOCRACY; TO
CONSECRATE AND SANCTIFY OUR FRIENDSHIP BY OUR DEVOTION TO MUTUAL HELPFULNESS; TO
ADOPT IN LETTER AND SPIRIT ALL OF THE GREAT PRINCIPLES FOR WHICH THE AMERICAN LEGION
STANDS; AND TO ASSIST IN CARRYING ON FOR GOD AND COUNTRY.

ARTICLE I: (NAME)

SECTION 1: THE NAME OF THE ORGANIZATION SHALL BE THE SONS OF THE AMERICAN LEGION,
DETACHMENT OF LOUISIANA.

SECTION 2: THE SONS OF THE AMERICAN LEGION, DETACHMENT OF LOUISIANA SHALL BE ATTACHED
TO THE AMERICAN LEGION, DEPARTMENT OF LOUISIANA.

ARTICLE II: (NATURE)

SECTION 1: THE SONS OF THE AMERICAN LEGION, DETACHMENT OF LOUISIANA IS A CIVILIAN
ORGANIZATION WHOSE MEMBERSHIP THEREIN DOES NOT AFFECT NOR INCREASE LIABILITY FOR
MILITARY OR POLICE SERVICE.

SECTION 2: THE SONS OF THE AMERICAN LEGION, DETACHMENT OF LOUISIANA SHALL BE
ABSOLUTELY NON-POLITICAL AND SHALL NOT BE USED FOR THE DISSEMINATION OF PARTISAN
PRINCIPLES NOR FOR THE PROMOTION OF THE CANDIDACY OF ANY PERSON OR GROUP SEEKING
PUBLIC OFFICE OR PREFERMENT.

SECTION 3: THE SONS OF THE AMERICAN LEGION, DETACHMENT OF LOUISIANA AND ALL DISTRICTS IN
THE DETACHMENT OF LOUISIANA AND ALL SQUADRONS IN THE DETACHMENT OF LOUISIANA SHALL BE
ABSOLUTELY NON-SECTARIAN.

SECTION 4: EACH MEMBER SHALL PERFORM HIS FULL DUTY AS A CITIZEN ACCORDING TO HIS OWN
CONSCIENCE AND UNDERSTANDING IN ACCORD WITH THE LAW.

ARTICLE Ill: (ORGANIZATION)
